QA lot of the files and links that show up with ls are not visible from the GUI file explorer.. is this normal?
A: The ls command tends to be more transparent. GUI's occasionally hide things that users shouldn't be altering. for multi character flags always use two dashes, single dashes are only used for single character flags


Q:I’m not seeing any differences between ls -l and ls -lh in my terminal (on Mac)
A:They are VERY similar. The only difference is the unit letter in the file size column

Q:What would happen if quotes was not an empty txt file?

A: In order to prevent errors, this is not recommended. It will overwrite the file. What we just did was rename it.

Q: Does the file need to exist first in order to move a file?

A: The file does not need to exist. You can make it on the fly by including what you want to name the directory/file in the command.

Q:So Sanjeev used cd../ is that any different than cd..?
A: No, in this case they are the same.  If he were to write something AFTER the / it would go up a directory and then try to go into the directory designated after the /. It's kind of like if you went to www.ucsb.edu/ or www.ucsb.edu. Both will go to the UCSB homepage
